The Book of Psalms
* Inthe very center of the Bible

» Perhaps the most used book in the Bible — a saircemfort in times of distress and
suffering

» Perhaps the scroll Paul desired most in 2 Tim 4:13

* lIsrael’s “song book”
“Psalms” means “a song sung to the accompanimeapaicked instrument”
written to be sung...so the Word of God gets intolwart in a way only a
worship and praise song can accomplish

* Hebrew poetry
